How About You Hits the Mark with a Canôt Miss Cast 

 

    When Ellie Harris (Hayley Atwell) shows up at a 

retirement facility owned by her older sister Kate (Orla 

Brady), she just wants a temporary place to stay and a 

way to earn enough money to take a trip with her friends.   

But she gets more than she bargains for.  Right before the 

Christmas holidays, the girlsô mother has a stroke, 

necessitating Kate to leave Ellie in charge while she 

tends to the family emergency.  While the other retirees 

take off with families or friends for the holidays, 

Woodlaneôs four feistiest residents have no place else to 

go.  Neither does Ellie.  So she must stay and cope. 

 

     Getting Donald (Joss Ackland), a former attorney, his 

perfectly poached eggs and toast by 6:00 am, after 

having dragged Georgia (Vanessa Redgrave), a former 

dancer, from a pub late the night before, doesnôt allow 

Ellie much sleep.  In between she has to contend with the 

Nightingale sisters.  Heather (Brenda Fricker) is so 

domineering she doesnôt even allow her younger sibling, 

Hazel (Imelda Staunton) to read her own mail.  As the 

week evolves, Ellie, who learns to give as good as she 

gets, uses the upcoming holiday as a catalyst to get the 

foursome to work together to make it a ñfamily,ò 

however dysfunctional, celebration. As the characters 

begin to relate to each other they are able to confront 

their own inner demons.

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Based on Maeve Binchyôs short story by the same 

name, the message is clear that no one is immune from 

loss.  But more poignantly, Binchyôs characters show 

us that dealing with loss is an integral part of aging 

well.  Hazel, the least sophisticated of the bunch, 

whoôs been grieving her particular loss for thirty-five 

years, notes, ñI thought when I got older things would 

be different, but theyôre just the same.ò  So when Ellie 

honors the dying Aliceôs (Joan OôHara) desire to see 

the river by bundling her up and wheeling her there, 

the audience understands.  Life is what we make it.  

And we better make the most of it because we might 

not have much time. 

 

     While there are many heartrending scenes in the 

film, there are also many lighthearted ones, providing 

proof that life can often be good or funny or both.  

Ellie bakes Alice some marijuana laced cookies, which 

aid in relieving the pain she suffers from her fatal 

cancer.   However, when the confiscated sweets are 

stashed in a kitchen drawer, Nurse gets hold of them, 

munching her way to an unexpected high.  Thereôs also 

the musical number where Vanessa Redgrave, 

performing the title tune sung by Bobby Darren, has 

everyone in the pub singing.  

 

     How About You was produced by the Irish Film 

Board in association with RTE.   Jean Pasley wrote the 

screenplay for the film, which was shot in Ashford and 

the village of Rostrevor, County Wicklow.   Niall 

Byrne composed the music.  Released in Ireland 

November 2007, How About You premiered at the 

Palm Springs International Film Festival film in

Grilled Salmon with Hazelnut Butter 
- Brenda H. Sullivan-Miller 

 
1 salmon steak 

4 ounces soft butter 

2 ounces hazelnuts, finely chopped and toasted 
Lemon juice to taste 

 

Mix butter, nuts, and lemon juice.  Grill salmon steak to 

taste and place one tablespoon of the butter/nut mix on top 
prior to serving.   

   

Spinach Artichoke Dip  
ï Edie OôDonnell 

 

1 10 oz. package frozen chopped spinach, thawed 

1 14 oz. can quartered artichoke hearts, drained 
1 6.5 oz. container Garlic & Herbs Alouette  

1 cup shredded parmesan 

1 8 oz. container sour cream  
1/2 cup mayonnaise  

1 2 oz. jar chopped pimiento, drained 

6 bacon slices, cooked crisp and crumbled 
 

Drain spinach very well. Coarsely chop artichokes.  Stir 

together spinach, artichokes, and next 5 ingredients.  Spoon 

into lightly greased 11x7 or 9x9 baking dish (if you use non-
stick, no need to grease) 

Bake 400 for 20 minutes. Sprinkle with bacon. Serve with 

crackers, tortilla chips or veggies. 
 

Soda Bread 

ï Edie OôDonnell 

 

2-1/2 cups flour 

1/2 cup sugar 

1-1/2 tsp baking powder 

3/4 tsp salt 

1/2 tsp baking soda 

1/2 cup butter 

1 cup raisins 

1 tbl caraway seeds 

1 large egg 

1-1/4 cup buttermilk 

1/4 cup sour cream 

 

 

 

Preheat oven to 350. Butter a 9 inch round cake pan. Stir 

together the dry ingredients. 

Using a food processor with a steel blade or a pastry 

cutter (I use this), cut the butter into the flour mixture 

until it resembles small peas. 

(I have personally never had any luck achieving small 

peas; I just keep cutting until all the butter is mixed in.) 

Blend in the raisins and caraway seeds. Beat the egg, 

buttermilk and sour cream together until blended.  Stir 

the egg mixture into the dry mixture until just blended. 

(This takes a while, and a folding motion helps. Making a 

well in the center helps, too.)  Transfer the batter to the 

pan and bake 50-55 minutes, until toothpick tests clean.
