    After the pot-luck supper at the September Ceili, 

many dancers asked who made the wonderful chili or 

bean soup in the brown crock-pot.  The chef was Lois 

Hybl and she sent in the recipe.  Lois gives credit for 

this recipe to Karleen Tyksinski from the Liberal 

Servings II Cookbook from Towson Unitarian 

Universalist Church.  So…Enjoy! 

 

Karleen’s Vegetable Chili  

2 T. olive oil 

1 ½ c. chopped celery 

1 ½ c. chopped green pepper 

1 c. chopped onion 

3 cloves garlic, minced 

2-28 oz. cans tomatoes, cut up, undrained 

3-16 oz. cans red kidney beans, rinsed and drained 

1 can garbanzo beans, rinsed and drained 

½ c. raisins 

¼ c. red wine vinegar 

1 T. chili powder or curry  

1 T. snipped parsley 

2 tsp. salt 

1 ½ tsp. oregano 

1 ½ tsp. ground cumin 

1 tsp. ground allspice 

¼ tsp. pepper 

¼ tsp. Tabasco 

1 bay leaf 

1—12 oz. can beer (1 ½ cups) 

¾ c. cashew nuts 

 

Cook celery, green pepper, onion and garlic in olive 

oil until tender but not brown. Stir rest of the 

ingredients (except for beer and nuts) into the 

vegetable mixture. Simmer, covered, for 1 ½ hours. 

Then stir in beer and nuts. Simmer, uncovered for 30 

minutes. Remove bay leaf. If desired, sprinkle with 

cheese.

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    Reflections on the  

    All Ireland Fleadh 
       ~ Austin Smith 

 
 [Austin Smith placed first in the uillean pipe and second 

in the flute for the 15-18 year group earlier this year in the 

Middle Atlantic Fleadh.  He received a GWCC 

scholarship to compete in the All Ireland Fleadh in Cavan, 

Ireland in August.  Austin will be performing at our 

February ceili.  Here are his thoughts on his experience.] 
 

     Overall, I’d have to say that Ireland was pretty 

chill. We had a hard time navigating through the 

Cavan area at first, (because none of the streets were 

named), but we managed to find our hotel eventually.  

     After getting free lunch at a banquet in the hotel, 

which we later realized we weren’t supposed to do, 

we headed into town Thursday afternoon where I met 

up with a good friend, Jayne Pomplas.  She is an 

incredible fiddler from New York who takes lessons 

with Brian Conway and I had met her in the Catskills 

about a month earlier. That day I played tunes with 

her at some sessions, and also went around to some 

night sessions with some friends of mine from 

Maryland who had also placed in the competition.

     I also met a nice kid from Cincinnati, named Jack, 

who I believe received first on the 15-18 fiddle at the 

Midwest Fleadh. Friday, I played at some more 

sessions with Jayne, and we saw a concert featuring a 

really great Canadian fiddler. 

     Saturday, I mostly just watched competitions then 

rehearsed for my own, and on Sunday, I finally 

competed, watched even more competitions, and 

hung out at a session that night. 

    If you want to picture what Cavan was like at the 

time, picture a very small and old Irish town, with 

streets obviously not built large enough to hold very 

many people. Then, picture a massive crowd (or mob) 

of people jammed in the streets, the sessions, and the 

pubs. Seriously, the entire place – every session – was 

absolutely packed. There were all kinds of different 

busking acts along the road throughout the weekend as 

well, and even a ridiculous parade.  

     For me, the experience was really nice. My whole 

trip over there pretty much consisted of playing at 

sessions with some friends of mine, hanging out at 

concerts, watching a few competitions, and then 

competing myself. I was very happy with my 

performances in both the flute and pipes competitions, 

regardless of the fact that I didn’t win or place.

     Ultimately, I compete so that I can become a better 

player by practicing a few tunes, and then looking into 

the judges’ constructive criticism of them. Rather than 

becoming obsessed over results, I do this for my own 

benefit, and the trip was well worth it.  

     I’d like to give a huge shout out to GWCC, because 

the scholarship was really appreciated. Thank you all 

very much, and I’m looking forward to competing next 

year too.
