In 2003, she 

incorporated her own record label, Tulloch Music, Ltd.

Its success 

prompted a touring show that has sold out halls across 

North America for over a decade. Her popular 

recording, GiôMe Elbow Room received the coveted 

Parentôs Choice Gold Award. She has received 

numerous Washington Area Music Association 

ñWAMMYò awards every year since 1994. In 2007, the 

Mel Bay Publishing Company credited Bonnie as one 

of Americaôs top ten most influential traditional fiddlers 

of the 20th century. 

     Ms. Rideout is the only American to hold the honor 

of representing Scottish fiddle music at the prestigious 

Edinburgh International Festival. She is the first woman 

to hold the national Scottish fiddle title and the 

youngest to have garnered the U.S. Championship, 

winning it for three consecutive years. Thereafter, 

Bonnie discontinued competing to become an 

adjudicator and professional recording artist and has 

maintained a consistently high profile in the 

international Celtic music scene for almost thirty years.
